2011 was the hottest year since 2003. Picking took 
place in excellent conditions and ended thirteen days 
earlier than in a normal year. 

 
The wine is a deep, glittering garnet red. The nose 
reveals aromas of red fruit delicately mingled with 
eucalyptus. Subtle minty and peppery notes complete 
the complex and elegant bouquet. The attack is clean 
and full-bodied. Complex flavours such as eucalyptus, 
licquorice and spice develop with airing. A good tannic
